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1. Since the active subject of the liturgy is the entire assembly, a
space that presents itself as a unity will assist the members of the
assembly to be conscious of all the people gathered.

2. All the baptized are the people set apart, a holy priesthood; all are
called to be holy, therefore the entire assembly area should speak of
“holy space.” Liturgical space is “open” public space, not demarcated
by barricades or by excessive differences in height; if the liturgical cen-
tres are grouped closely together or aligned in a row, the distinctive
areas thus created suggest more holy as opposed to a less holy place.'

3. Simplicity, clear line of sight, and the presence of only necessary
furnishings allow people to experience quiet and prayer.

4. Liturgical centres are determined by liturgical action, the orienta-
tion of the assembly, the place of the ministers who serve, and the
choice and arrangement of furnishings. The font, the place from
which the word is proclaimed, and the altartable form the three
chief liturgical centres. At evening prayer, however, the paschal can-
dle, symbol of Christ, establishes the liturgical centre.
5. Liturgical foci include:
font
lectern or ambo
altar-table
presider’s chair

e paschal candle
6. Because of its symbolic value, all the liturgical furniture listed
should be given prominence. However, ideally only those furnishings
needed for a particular service, without duplication, are prominent.
7. When all the furnishings are within the range of the assembly’s
vision, they should not be crowded. Each piece functions best when
it is well designed and occupies its space with dignity. It then
reminds worshippers of its particular function within Christian life
and worship.

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[image: image2.jpg]8. More important than the furnishings are the people who use them.
Dignified furnishings which are well placed remind the assembly of
God’s presence in its midst and inspire ministers to faithful ministry.

9. The location of musical instruments, cantor, and choir should be
considered carefully; they form part of the faith assembly and lead the
ministry of praise. Musicians should be visible in order to carry out
their ministry of leadership and support. Many factors must be con-
sidered in their placement, acoustic values being the most important.

10. Hangings, textiles, and works of art are reminders of the unique
value of human work and creativity offered to God; they also edify
the community.

11. A celebration of the Eucharist, or a celebration of the word, has
dynamics different from the liturgy of the hours or other forms of
prayer. One service should be distinguishable from another by the
placement of furnishings.
