Attention to some key concepts and issues during the planning stages
of a project ensure that the place of worship will assist the commu-
nity to celebrate better liturgy.

—— Hospitality: Physical spaces that are inviting and open enhance
the experience of being a community in the Lord. Suitable loca-
tion, comfort, ease of movement, appropriate materials, warmth,
visual delight, a human scale, and the availability of basic ser-
vices ranging from handicapped access to cloakrooms to wash-
rooms support liuman interaction.

— Sacredness: A sense of the sacred is an awareness of the rela-
tionship of creation to the one true God who is holy. Worship
spaces which reveal such awareness in a way that does not over-
whelm or alienate will help the worshipper do human things in
a holy way.

— Mystery: Worship spaces can speak of mystery, of realities which
surpass human comprehension, with a design which displays an
equilibrium between transcendence, mystery and sacredness on
the one hand, and immanence, humanness and hospitality on the
other.

— Appropriateness: Appropriate spaces, furniture, furnishing and art
support and enhance the life of the community rather than
become a source of distraction or competition. As well, they seek
authentic manifestations of mystery and to avoid obscuring the
expression of sacredness. The superficial, the cheap, the fake or
the overdone are not appropriate. Each community needs to give
voice to its own special perception of the sacred, of mystery.

— Beauty: The beautiful is found not so much in the surface dimen-
sions of reality but in the capacity of these dimensions to reveal
inner magnificence. When beauty is present, sacredness, mystery
and appropriateness come to the fore and call us to contemplation.
