[image: image12.png]— Inclusivity: Attention is given to the needs of those with various
forms of physical challenges. Their full participation in all the
sacraments, in baptistries and reconciliation rooms as well as in
assembly areas, must not be hindered. Ambos (lecterns) and altars
also need to be accessible and have sufficient space for mobility.

— Flexibility and multi-use: Good stewardship calls for both short-
term and long-term choices. In the short term, a variety of uses in
worship, social, and administrative spaces, as well as flexibility in
at least some of the seating in various areas in the worship space,
will support hospitality and good liturgy. The various require-
ments in a children’s liturgy and a funeral can be accommodated
if at least some adjustment to the basic layout of space is possi-
ble. In social spaces the ability to subdivide a hall will facilitate
the accommodation of different-size or multiple gatherings in
comfort.

— Materials: Appropriate and attractive materials will support and
enhance the community’s activities; those that are cheap or dis-
racting are not worthy of worship spaces.
