In the parish she spends long hours in the church, organising the sacristy; looks after several areas of the church garden; convenes and directs one of our parish music groups; participates in several parish committees; and is often the first one to welcome a new face in church. She has an extensive social network in the local area and she is always ready to drop in for a chat and the offer of practical help.  An inspiration!
