[image: image14.jpg]— Integrity of space: The expression of wholeness and integrity in
worship spaces involves not only the horizontal floor plan but
also the vertical aspects of building sections and elevations. Also,
the changes occasioned by variations in climate and by the pass-
ing of time, both within a day and across the seasons, require sen-
sitive attention. Integrity also includes the capacity of our worship
space to support the many different forms of physical movement
and sound called for in the liturgies. Ease of movement and atten-
tion to audio and acoustic factors need to be kept in mind.

- Scale of space: A worshipping community will more easily
encounter mystery, sacredness and beauty when it feels comfort-
able as human beings in a worship space. One of the surest
means of creating this sense is using a human scale, providing
physical elements related to the height of humans.

~ Visibility and audibility: Good visibility, an essential element,
allows all members of the community to see both the ritual
actions and each other, thus supporting participation. An appro-
priate modulation of natural and artificial lighting is also needed.
Audibility for all, fundamental to good worship space, implies
good acoustics for both the spoken and the sung word. Audio
reinforcement systems are often necessary because of large num-
bers of people, even though spaces without such systems are
desirable. Sometimes building codes require sound reinforcement
systems for those for whom hearing is a challenge. In any case,
concern for these members of the community should prompt seri-
ous consideration of the issue.

— Ease of movement: Planning for worship spaces should promote
the sense of welcome and of belonging, facilitate involvement of
members of the community in the liturgy, and support the ease of
movement necessary for worship. Flexibility in space and fur-
nishings, attention to special needs, and a sensible generosity of
space will extend a strong invitation to worshippers.

— Emphasis: Liturgical renewal calls the Church to re-define its sym-
bols and to focus on their use in the liturgy, starting with the
assembly, water, oil, bread and wine; these possess a central and
fundamental power. To be avoided is over-emphasis on lesser
symbols, such as duplication of statues of a saint, an old high altar
overwhelming a new altar in a renovation project, or an over-
scaled cross on the exterior of a worship space. Symbols need to
be direct, clear, and appropriate.
