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Thirty-Third Sunday in Ordinary Time
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We have no need to rush into this project.  I think it would be wonderful to have renewed our church building for the centenary of the parish in 2016.  This seems an ideal opportunity to look back to our history and forward to those who will come after us.  What would you like to bequeath to the parish of 2025 or 2050?

Over the next few months, we should continue to listen and talk to one another and pray for one another and the good of the parish.  It would be a good idea to try to read something to educate ourselves about the issues involved.  We will keep up items in the Newsletter.  We can answer any question you might like to send in.  If you would like something to read, why not start with the statement of the American bishops, Built of Living Stones?  It has the advantage that it is freely available to all on the internet: go to www.catholic-doc.org/br/files/g-stones.pdf. Perhaps you are intending to go to the Sunshine Coast over Christmas.  Why not call in for Mass at Caloundra or Sippy Downs where the church is arranged so that people look across the altar at others on the opposite side.  What kind of experience is it?  The parish at Camp Hill is beginning a church renovation: talk to your friends from St Thomas’ and draw on their experience.

In due course, perhaps early next year, we can have a parish assembly day when we can pray about it and discuss it together.  We are a vibrant and loving community.  I am sure we can arrive at a solution which balances old and new, a solution which provides something for everyone.

The Symbol of Water  
For the Christian, of course, water means baptism, and baptism is our moment of joining Christ – becoming part of the family of God with Christ as our brother, and part of the family of the Church, the body of Christ.  St Paul speaks of our baptism as a dying with Christ (drowning!) so that we can pass through the ‘tomb’ of the font to the new life of the risen Christ.  This symbolism in the liturgy encourages us to celebrate baptism by immersion or dipping into the water rather than simply pouring water onto the candidate’s head.  This is the first option given in all our baptism rites for children and adults. 
At Sts Peter and Paul, we have a large font for the immersion of adults which we fill and use each year at the Easter Vigil.  However our marble font is too small to immerse infants.  It would be good to be able to offer parents the option of immersion as a way of baptising infants.  (This means incidentally a font with hot water and drainage.)

As we enter the church, we are accustomed to take water from the holy water stoop at the church door.  This is a reminder of our baptism by which we take our place in the eucharistic assembly.  Such a reminder would be stronger if we were able to take the water from the baptismal font itself.  Does this not suggest a location for a large baptismal font near the cross aisles in the church?  As people come in they can sign themselves with baptismal water.  Its location near the entrance to the church reminds us that it is the sacrament of entry into the Church.  And it would be well located to celebrate the sacrament in the midst of the assembly.
