TALKING TOGETHER – DREAMING TOGETHER

Thank you to the people who have spoken to me or written, and those who tell me of other conversations taking place in the parish about the church space for our liturgy.  

At this stage, the most common remark I have heard is, ‘don’t put the altar in the middle!’  The main concern seems to be that the beautiful space we have will be destroyed.  It would deface the beautiful traditional building,  one person wrote.  Obviously whatever we do, we should not disfigure but enhance the beauty of the church.

One long-time parishioner wrote:  It is with extreme sadness and regret that I feel compelled to write this letter regarding your proposal to reposition our beautiful altar from its rightful place in the sanctuary.  I point out to you, apart from the obvious feeling of desecration, that this construction of the church does not lend credibility to your proposal.  The church is oblong and not square; thus after repositioning the altar you would have two very narrow sides and also you would have people behind the altar instead of facing the same... I have put many hundreds if not thousands of hours of work into this beautiful church which I have served and loved for over 50 years.  It would be a great personal tragedy to me if this proposal goes ahead...
Of course there are also people who are keen to explore the possibilities.  One remarked that what we have done in the parish over recent years is a good indication that we should be able to find a creative but sensitive solution of the highest quality.  Many, I think, are trying to get their head around what we could do and how it would work.

One parishioner wrote: Having a first visit to St Mary’s church over in South Brisbane over ten years ago, my first impressions of having the altar in the centre of the church was “wow, how different is this!”... I would have to say, at my first visit to St Mary’s Church, I truly felt touched by God, and really felt the nurturing of the community... I believe if Jesus was on earth today, St Mary’s would have been the style of church he would have felt comfortable in.  For these reasons I would fully support a proposal to place the altar in the body of the church for the community to gather around. 

I feel sure we will be able to arrive at a solution which will capture something of this inter-personal community support in our faith and prayer, while at the same time preserving a sense of dignity in our liturgy and maintaining our hold an a powerful sense of the sacred in our worship.  Whatever we do must respect the qualities of the building and the faith of our fathers (and mothers).

A final thought.  The parish undertook significant changes and reordering of the liturgical space in the early 1980s.  Who remembers that?  How was it received?  How was it planned?  What values was the parish trying to enshrine?
