In 2016, the parish will be 100 years old and the church building will have its 90th birthday.  Like a lot of us who are getting a bit old, she needs a facelift:  painting, floor covering, brickwork, lighting and sound, and much more.  

[image: image4.emf]It is a great opportunity for us to dream together about what we would like our church to look like and feel like.  How can we make the best possible provision for our celebration of Sunday Mass, baptism, funerals, weddings?  How can the church building support and encourage what we are working on as we build the church family?  What would you like to see in our liturgical space?  Talk about it with your friends.  Discuss it at the family table.  Write us letters with your comments and ideas.

We need to begin with a profound respect for the beautiful building we have.  So one of the things we should do is to study the church as it was built by our parents and grandparents.  What was the original sanctuary like?  Have we covered up marble flooring with the red carpet, for example, or is that just wishful thinking?  That is why we have put out a call for any historical photos you may have.  This will help shape our ideas.

But, of course, it will not be enough to try to ‘put it back the way it once was’.  We celebrate a different liturgy now.  We understand the participation of the people at Mass quite differently.  The Catholic Catechism says that the liturgy is celebrated by the ‘whole Christ’, that is, by the ‘whole community united with its head’.  What will help to give us a sense that people are present at Mass, not as spectators just watching and hearing what others are doing on the sanctuary, but actually taking part ourselves in the communal doing?  What kind of atmosphere do we want to create that will draw us into the mystery of a loving God acting in our midst, that will give us a solidarity in the Gospel with the rest of the parish family?

These are the kinds of questions we could start to dream about.  Have you got other questions we should mull over?  Have you got good ideas we can consider?  Perhaps we can use the front of the Newsletter in the coming months to help us in our discernment together.  Look forward to hearing from you.
