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Twenty-Eighth Sunday in Ordinary Time
SEEING ONE ANOTHER AT MASS
I have heard it said that it is distracting at Mass to be able to look across and see other people.  This happens when people are gathered around the altar rather than all facing the front.  What do you think?  Why?

I, for one, do not think it is a distraction, but rather a reminder of exactly what kind of prayer the Mass is.  The priest at the altar is the leader, representing the headship of Christ.  But the Mass is not something just the priest does; it is something the whole body of Christ does.  It is what we all do together as the gathered Church.  When we can see not only the priest or the reader but the whole gathered assembly, we are reminded that the Mass is our corporate prayer.  We pray as part of the whole Church-at-prayer.
The Eucharistic Prayer is heard from the lips of the priest, but he speaks it on behalf of all.  The prayer always uses ‘We’:  the refrain ‘we pray’ is heard constantly in the new translation, because the prayer and the action of the liturgy belong to all of us.  When the Vatican Council talked of active participation, it meant that we are all present as doers of the liturgy.
Now this is a really challenging idea.  It is much more comfortable just to come to Mass to watch and listen and to pray privately.  That is why I think people are more comfortable all looking towards the priest a long way off at the altar in the sanctuary.  It is a bit harder to escape a full engagement when the altar is in the midst of the assembly and the people are gathered around it.  Yet this dynamic in the liturgy expresses and reinforces the open, friendly family of God that we are building in the parish.
I imagine that a project to restore the sanctuary to make a sacred space for the tabernacle and the adoration of Christ would be a popular move.  I hope we can do that.  But what about a proposal to place the altar and ambo in the body of the church to engage people more fully in the liturgy?  How would you feel about that?  Try to say why you react the way you do.  Of course, whatever we do needs to be done beautifully and in harmony with the church building; anything shabby or makeshift is unworthy of the holy action of God in our midst.
