A new development, still in its beginning stage is the Livelihood Program introduced for some families at the Kinder. This program provides fishing nets, tools for a variety of jobs and pigs for fattening so the families are able to generate an income”. Hence our call for your help.

· Assist socially fragile people especially homeless women and children with transitional accommodation here in Brisbane.

· Live with and minister to people in Aboriginal communities. Currently we have twenty five Sisters ministering in indigenous communities.
