Those who were at the Parish Dinner last weekend, I think, enjoyed the night very much.  I know I did.  Some nice music, good food and above all, good company.  Sincere thanks to all who organised it – it is a project of the Parish Council – especially thanks to the chief, Andrew Oberthur, the parish singers, and those who pitched in to help set up, clean up, and keep the night running smoothly.

It’s like the parish cuppa we have every fortnight – again Bravo! the volunteers who make this work regularly and without fuss.  It too is an opportunity to say who we are as a parish community and to welcome people into our midst.  This network of friends and acquaintances is the context for our shared faith, our shared mission, and our shared liturgy each Sunday.  Being Catholic does not happen in a vacuum.  We are part of something bigger.  Only then do we begin to realise how our small individual efforts and prayers add up to something. After all, the Mass is something we all do together.  It is the whole body of Christ which makes the offering – just as Christ offers himself to the Father on the cross, so also in the sacrifice of the Mass.

One of the ways we go about the renovation of the church is to understand as much as we can about its history.  What was it like when it was first built ninety years ago?  What has happened to it and why over the decades of its history?  This is where you can help.  Have you got photos of things happening inside or outside the church?  Your wedding, perhaps, or a baptism.  Would you be prepared to lend us these photos so that we can scan them for our parish records?  Please contact the parish office.  THANKS.
