Father’s Day – Thoughts on a Spirituality of Fatherhood

[image: image5.emf]Thankfully, Fathers’ Day is so much more than giving or receiving socks, jocks or bad ties.  It is so much more than a sentimental day for commercialism. Today we celebrate our fathers, both living and dead.  We thank God for the lives of our fathers and for the fact they contributed to our gift of life too. We wouldn’t be here without them! So we celebrate the truth that fathers matter.  Fathers’ Day is an opportunity to reflect on what it means spiritually to be a Dad and to maybe work on some areas of improvement. The spirituality of fatherhood is grounded in a father’s vocation to lovingly give of himself for the sake of his children. This ‘giving’ means both availability to his children and forming a covenant of belonging with his children. This covenant of belonging is ultimately grounded in the love of Christ. 

Father-child relationships are remarkably influential over the course of a child’s lifetime. We carry the comforting warm memories and lessons of a close compassionate father for as long as we live. And we can bear deep emotional wounds of a harsh, aloof or absent father for a lifetime too. Fathers are not second-class parents, only playing some minor support role to the primary care-giver – the mother. The presence or absence of a father in a family has a radiating influence on the development of healthy adjusted children. An involved father is one, who is engaged in the lives of his children; who is available and accessible to his children; and who is responsible with and for his children. An involved father respects and values his children’s mother and his partnership with her as co-parent. An involved father cares for and cares about his children. An involved father knows when to share his wisdom and when to listen to his children. He knows when to talk and when to be silent; when to guide his children and when to be guided by them. He knows when to stand firm and when to let go. Being an involved father changes a man’s identity. It shifts his centre of gravity.  He empties himself and makes room in his life for his children. His meaning and purpose now include his children. In a very Christ-like way, he loses his life for his children. And in that losing, he finds so much more. 

Maybe the best lesson about involved fatherhood was taught to us by Jesus himself, in his prayer, the Our Father. Here we have a beautiful image of his relationship with his Father in Heaven and a model of how we can be as fathers. If we are made in the image and likeness of God, as sons of the Father, then our human fatherhood should reflect His Fatherhood. Jesus’ prayer uses the words “Our Father” – a familiar term of endearment – this is a God, a father who is close to us, with us and for us – a father we can trust and turn to always, and with whom we are always safe. Giving us our daily bread, he provides for needs, material, emotional and spiritual. Forgiving us, not condemning us, he keeps the door always open, always offering a new beginning. Leading us by example, he shows us the way to God and to ourselves. Delivering us from harm and danger, he is our rescuer when we are in all kinds of trouble. We don’t get to choose our fathers but we do get to choose the kind of father we want to be. This is the kind of father we can choose to be. And with faith, prayer, and our Father’s help we can.
