The Epiphany of the Lord  
 
 

EPIPHANY and BAPTISM  
 

This week we celebrate the arrival of the visitors from the East (traditionally 
the Three Wise Men or three kings).  Next week we celebrate the baptism of 
Christ in the Jordan River by John.  Both of these feasts are celebrations of 
Godõs revelation of the saving mystery of Christ.  The Epiphany is a 
showing of the Christ child to foreign visitors.  The Baptism is the 
manifestation to an expectant crowd of Christ as the beloved Son of God. 
 

Now, ôrevelationõ does not present a series of facts which we must believe.  
Rather it is an invitation to a relationship.  It is a call to discover who 
Christ is, who Christ is for us.  This revelation of Godõs love comes to us in 
the Scriptures and in the living faith of the Church handed down from 
generation to generation. 
 

This is how the Second Vatican Council 
spoke of revelation in 1965: 
It pleased God, in his goodness and wisdom, to 
reveal himself and to make known the mystery 
of the divine will, which is that people can 
draw near to the Father, through Christ ð the 
Word made flesh ð in the Holy Spirit, and thus 
become sharers in the divine nature.  By this 
revelation, then, the invisible God, from the 

fullness of his love, addresses men and women as his friends and lives among 
them, in order to invite and receive them into his own company. 
 

The pattern of this revelation unfolds through connected deeds and words: the 
works performed by God in the history of salvation show forth and confirm the 
realities signified by the words (of Scripture); the words, for their part, proclaim 
the works and bring to light the mystery they contain.  The most intimate truth 
thus revealed about God and human salvation shines forth for us in Christ, who is 
himself both the mediator and the sum total of revelation. 
 

The double feasts of Epiphany and Baptism can help us reflect on our 
relationship with God.  God is inviting us to a relationship, a friendship.  
Do we count God among our friends?
